	According to Icelandic laws, official research permits are not required to conduct scientific research work on Icelandic dry land, with the exception of research on thermophilic microorganism.  In order to assist foreign scientists to enter the country and undertake scientific research work on land, and obtain clearance from customs authorities, the Icelandic Centre for Research has decided to issue a Research Declaration to foreign scientists that are planning to undertake scientific research work in Iceland. This you can show to customs authorities upon entry.

We call your attention to Law No. 41/1979 on scientific research work within the fisheries limits of Iceland. No foreigners are permitted to undertake scientific research work within the fisheries limits of Iceland without having first obtained a research permit, issued by the Ministry of Foreign Affairs, Tel.: +354 545 9900. We call your attention to Law No. 234/ 1999 on scientific research work on thermophilic microorganisms in geothermal areas. No researcher is permitted to undertake scientific research work in certain geothermal areas in Iceland without having first obtained a research permit, issued by Umhverfis- og orkustofnun (uos.is). Tel.: +354 569 6000.

We call your attention to the general conditions regarding the responsibility for respecting general laws on nature protection, etc. The researcher is obliged to follow general laws, which may in particular affect foreign scientists and explorers in Iceland. Especially he is responsible for adhering to laws on nature protection, obtaining necessary approval from landowners for staying upon their land and for importation of equipment and other gear required for the research. Natural history specimens like plants, birds, eggs, rock and mineral specimens etc. must not be exported from the country unless permitted by the Icelandic Institute of Natural History, Tel.: +354 590 0500.
